Our own security team works 

hard to control the crowd and pro-

tect property. We ask that leaders 

assist Word of Life staff to en-

sure that all teens in their group 

cooperate with all Word of Life 

staff members and instructions.  

 

 

1. Word of Life Superbowl is a Christian evan-

gelistic event. At all Word of Life activities, a 

clear Bible message is preached with an open 

invitation for teens to respond.  We believe in 

presenting to youth what the Bible clearly 

teaches about salvation. 

 

2. At all Word of Life activities the use of  

tobacco, alcohol, illegal drugs or foul language 

is not allowed. We desire to keep every teen 

attending Superbowl involved in the group 

activities, so each has a great time all night.  

 
 

Teens must attend Superbowl as part of  

a recognized, chaperoned youth group.  

Leaders of a particular group must attend  

Superbowl for the entire time and know 

those in their group well enough to identi-

fy them. (Recommended maximum ratio; 1 

leader to10 teens) 

This year we are seeking to accommodate a 

maximum of 600 teenagers. You need to  

register as soon as possible. 

 
 

Registration opens at 7 p.m. at 

CedarBridge Academy South  

Block Gate. Leaders must be on 

time so we do not have large 

groups of teens waiting for adults.  

 

Each teen will need to have a 

filled out attendance ticket and 

colored wristband for the 

evening’s activities.  Early regis-

tration and payment will enable 

us to assist you by getting the 

tickets to you early, so the infor-

mation can be filled out prior to 

the evening.  

  

The COST PER PERSON for 

Superbowl is $42 per teen and 

$25 per adult chaperone. The 

money for registration should be 

paid in advance with the 

“Registration Card”.  There will 

be an additional late fee of $10 

per person for registering after 

the deadline date (February 28th). 

 

 

  
 

All cell phones, iPods, and other electronic 

devices should be collected by group leaders 

and held during the entire time of Superbowl. 

We recommend you discourage teens from 

bringing these items to the event.  

 
Contact Call 
 

Teens will need to call their parents from each Bowl or CedarBridge  

BEFORE 6 a.m. in order to be picked up on time. Parents will need to 

know which group their teen is with. When you send permission slips 

home to parents be sure each parent knows the name of your church or 

school youth group. In the morning when they look for their child at 

either the school, South Side Bowl or Warwick Bowl, they need to 

know their child is with “Group __________”.  Our security team will 

not know individual teens’ names.  

 

Parental Permission  
 

Enclosed you will find two samples of the “Superbowl Permission 

Slip”. The back side has parental information.  Please make copies, 

cut  and send one home with each teen in your group.  

 

Before you make copies put your group’s name, and leader’s infor-

mation (see back) on slip for parents. The lower portion of the permis-

sion slip MUST COME  BACK TO YOU.  This affords you to know 

each child has their parent’s permission  and you have that parents 

contact number.
